All Saint Joseph's University students, regardless of major are invited to apply,
though preference will be given to students who have declared a minor in Latin American
Studies and who demonstrate financial need. Applications will be evaluated by members of the
Latin American Studies Advisory Board on the basis of financial need, performance in Latin
American Studies courses, plans for future study, and the merits of the study abroad proposal.

The application consists of two parts, due by Monday, November 17, 2014 at 12:00 noon:
* the application form
* aone-page proposal for the study abroad experience.

The proposal should address the following:

*  Describe the program or scholarly activity that you will complete.

* Explain how your academic work or relevant experience has prepared you for the
proposed experience abroad.

* Discuss how the experience abroad will enhance the your academic and/or professional
future

*  Describe your need for financial support in order to participate in the course or program.
In addition to any other information that you consider relevant, please respond to the
following questions:
v Do you receive a federal Pell grant to help finance your education?
v Do you participate in the Federal Work Study Program?
v Do you have some other form of employment to help cover the cost of your

college education?
